Opportunities  to 
provoke the interaction 

Some ideas:   

aŀƪŜ ǘƘŜ ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ ŀŎŎŜǎǎ ǘƻ 
favourite things difficult  

¶ Keep favourite things visible for the child but on higher 
shelves  

¶ Put favourite things visible for the child but in a locked 
cupboard 

Offer the child complex and 
difficult to use toys 

¶ Give the child toys, which he will need assistance to use 
  
¶ Give the child combined toys or sets of toys 

Give the child desired things   
in portions  

¶ Instead of a whole pack of biscuits, we give the child 
biscuits one by one  

¶ Instead of a whole cup of juice, we pour less quantity 

5ƛǎǇǊƻǾŜ ǘƘŜ ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ 
expectations  

¶ React in a different way from  the usual  one 
¶ React in a different way from  what the child expected 
¶ Give or do something wrong  

Decrease our attention to 
the child  

¶ Wait before do something  
¶ Hide ourselves so that the child can look for us  

Give  the child a reward  ¶ Material reward /food, a toy/ 
¶ Verbal reward /Congratulations/ 
¶ Action reward /a game, an activity/ 

Offer the child  to make 
choices among alternatives  

¶ Give one desired and one undesired thing  
¶ Give two desired things so that the child can choose one
